Wasowicz to create a press release focusing 
on a couple businesses regarding their 
positive practices during the season.   
Also, C. Palm suggested the Prom and 
Graduation season would be perfect timing for 
a “coming out party” for the Call to Action.  A 
press conference could be held where all 
community organizations would be in 
attendance.  Then, the community document 
should be presented again to the Pima County 
Board of Supervisors and the Mayor and City 
Council.

Keg Registration The materials for keg registration will be taken 
to retailers in the next couple of days.  A 
comprehensive evaluation will be performed.  
Lt. M. Pryor is making sure law enforcement is 
aware by creating a one page scenario and 
trainings.  A press release will be held in the 
future to give retailers positive recognition for 
participating in the program.

licenses that were denied at the local 
level when they are heard at the state 
level May 6th. 

• SPF SIG - There are three items in the 
SPF SIG tied to the Commission/TFRUD 
that still need to be completed.  1.  
Participate in development of policy 
statements and recommendations on Tip 
Line and Keg Registration and 
presentations to policy makers.  2.  
Update the Call to Action.  3.  Prom and 
graduation letters to the editor.
